Also we have found the GPS
antenna location needs to be on the vehicle roof to assure the best function.

Memory Storage Required

The SD4HD, SD4HW and SD4HC series are sold WITHOUT memory storage device, as the
size of the SDXC memory cards will not only be up the customer but in many cases
customers can source the cards at a lower cost than ABV can. ABV recommends use of
Sandisk Extreme SDXC memory cards Class “U3” or faster, for optimum use as some other
brands have had issues with several mobile DVR brands over the last 10 years.
